Introduction

Each of the subject Highlanders had variation in their uniforms, different from the main body of the
regiment as discussed in the other enclosures of this Appendix. Their clothing and equipment supported
their specific role in the regiment. The Lightdntry dressed more lightly for their role as skirmishers

while grenadiers wore tall miter caps to add to their impresstall shock troops. Musicians wore

highly decorated uniforms to enable them to be seen across a battlefield as they gave diggials by
instruments. Pioneers, charged with removing obstacles in front of the regiment, dressaddaction

with leather aprons arzarriedaxes and sasv TheSenior OfficersAdjutant and Quartermaster were

often mounted to perform their duties &hd Surgeons and Chaplains wore dress appropriate for their
functions.
